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On Jan. 31, 2009 the Licking County

Access Management Regulations

became effective. These regulations

will provide a tool for Licking County

to manage access and maintain

functionality and safety of roadways.

In 2009 the construction of the

northern portion of Etna Parkway

between Refugee Road and State

Route 16 in the City of Pataskala was

initiated. This project will be

completed in 2010.

LCPC staff provided assistance to

Franklin Township, Harrison Township,

Jersey Township, Licking Township,

and Union Township, along with the

Villages of Alexandria and Buckeye

Lake, to review and update their

zoning resolutions and/or zoning

maps.

LCPC staff continued to assist Etna

Township and Jersey Township with

the development of their respective

comprehensive land use plans. These

are complete updates to their existing

plans, which were previously

adopted.

2009 brought about another change

in staffing for the Licking County

Planning Commission. Planner Jim

Lenner resigned in December of 2009

to accept another position with the

Village of Johnstown. We wish Jim

much success in his new position.

In 2009, Licking County became the

first Class 7 community in the State of

Ohio for the Community Ratings

System (CRS) program of the National

Flood Insurance Program (NFIP).

Staff completed and submitted the

five-year update to the Countywide

All Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan for

Licking County.

In 2009, the Licking County Ohio

Tornado/Severe Weather Community

Shelters Project mitigation activity

constructed Monolithic Dome

Tornado/Severe Weather Community

Shelters at two of six grant-funded

mobile home park sites.

During 2009, Community

Development staff assisted the Village

of Buckeye Lake with the

administration of the Community

Development Block Grant (CDBG)

Water and Sewer grant for the

construction of a water distribution

system. Staff is currently administering

part of the grant to assist low- and

moderate-income homeowners with

connecting to the new water

distribution system. This was one of

Licking County's federal stimulus

projects and received $5,000,000 in

American Recovery and

Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds.

District 17 political subdivisions have

received approximately $170 million

in the 24 rounds of the Ohio Public

Works Commission infrastructure

program. District 17 received

additional funding for Round 24 as

part of the Governor's Economic

Stimulus Package, which enabled the

District to fund more projects and also

larger projects.

Licking County was awarded a

Comprehensive Housing

Improvement Program (CHIP) grant

from the Ohio Department of

Development in 2008. CD staff

proposed completing 12 "full"

rehabilitation projects and 15 Home

Repair projects by Oct. 31, 2010. As of

Dec. 31, 2009, eight full rehabs and six

home repairs were completed with

CHIP funds. An additional five home

repair projects were completed using

program income funds on hand.

Licking County was awarded

$1,062,074 in Neighborhood

Stabilization Program Grant funds to

demolish and or
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acquire/rehab/resale abandoned,

foreclosed-upon properties outside

the City of Newark.

In 2009, the Fair Housing Office

continued to field over 400 calls and

e-mail inquiries about landlord/tenant

problems. Staff conducted several

landlord/tenant trainings throughout

Licking County.

The Licking County Business

Development Council was created in

2009 to help guide entrepreneurs

through the process of starting a new

business. This council is made up of

representatives of the following

organizations: the Chamber President,

TechColumbus, East Central Ohio

SCORE (retired executives), the

founder of Weiler Financial Group, the

Ohio Small Business Development

Center, the Director of Licking County

Planning, and the Economic

Development Manager of Licking

County.

In 2009, Licking County Economic

Development worked with a total of

149 site selectors, manufacturing, or

warehouse companies.

The Licking County Retention and

Expansion Task Force began re-

interviewing some of its original

companies in 2009 to keep data

current; in total, 18 of the original

companies interviewed in 2005 and

2006 were re-visited. Since their

original interviews, many of these

companies have faced layoffs and

other challenges as a result of the

recession, but nearly all viewed this as

an opportunity to emerge with a new

competitive advantage.

In 2009, the SBDC had 574 cases

consulted; completed 1,327 hours of

one-on-one consulting; had

$3,534,300 in total client

financing/loans facilitated; $401,175 in

total equity investments; 93 jobs

created and 57 jobs retained.

Businesses that received consulting

had $1,185,550 in sales increases. The

center served 67% low-to-moderate

income clients.

The reinvigorating of local communities

working together to move the Cherry

Valley Road intersection forward and

applying for funds helped highlight the

necessity of improving the location

and the cooperative spirit between

communities. LCATS anticipates

environmental fieldwork and ground

surveying to begin in the spring of

2010, followed by conceptual

designs. Conceptual designs should

be available for public input in late

2010, followed by detail design

phases. The replacement of the

intersection with an interchange will

greatly improve safety, reduce

congestion and fuel consumption,

improve air quality, and open up the

Thornwood Drive Corridor for

economic development.

Funding made available under the

American Recovery and

Reinvestment Act (a.k.a. the stimulus

program) for local transportation and

transit projects helped to slightly

relieve some tight budgets, but long-

term challenges still exist in funding

and upgrading systems. Both transit

agencies in the county were able to

upgrade their fleets and make

needed purchases, but operations

are still under funded and federal

funds for transit operations require a

heavy 50% local match.

During 2009, LCATS assembled a

package of funds to undertake the

Location Based Response System

(LBRS) project that will lead to field

verified centerline and structure

addresses. This accurate dataset will

lay the foundation for many

applications across the county. This

project should be completed in early

2010.
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COMPREHENSIVE PLANS

The comprehensive plan is a legal

document, the purpose of which is to

guide the decisions of township officials

involved in township zoning.

Comprehensive plans are used to help

community leaders and citizens assess a

community's strengths and weaknesses,

and to understand historic and current

land uses. Based on this assessment, a plan

of future action is created. A

comprehensive plan is also intended to

encourage cooperation between all levels

of local government, i.e., the county,

villages and townships. Each local

government is encouraged to utilize this

process as a long-range planning tool to

guide its development in the future.

Stepping back and analyzing patterns

and public opinions in the community

allows realistic interpretation of the facts

and figures, and provides a basis from

which sound decisions can be made by

the governing body.

As most Licking Countians are aware,

construction of the new State Route 161 is

well under way. Parts of the new road are

beginning to open and eventually the

corridor will be fully operational, passing

directly through Jersey Township. With the

completion of this project will come

increased pressure for development.

Jersey Township leaders are being

proactive by developing a

comprehensive plan that will help shape

the way the township looks.

In September 2008, the Jersey Township

Trustees formed a committee to re-

evaluate the 1993 Jersey Township

Comprehensive Plan and recommend

changes for a new plan. The first item the

committee tackled was sending a

community survey to registered voters

within the township. The survey is very

important and is a way for citizens to

participate in the guidance of the future

of Jersey Township. The thoughts and

opinions of township residents serve as an

integral part of the planning process. The

survey was sent in early November 2008

and concluded November 30. Results

were tallied with a nearly 30% response

rate. Once the results were thoroughly

analyzed, a public meeting was held in

early February 2009 to inform citizens of

the results.

A draft plan was complete in February

2010 and made available to the public for

review. In April 2010, the township held a

public hearing to listen to input and

concerns from Jersey Township residents

regarding the plan. On June 30, 2010 the

Jersey Township Trustees voted to approve

the plan as recommended by the

planning committee. The plan was

officially approved and adopted by the

Licking County Board of Commissioners in

July 2010.

One of the most heavily pressured areas of

development in Licking County is Etna

Township. Within the last five years, almost

420 new building permits and 115 new

multi-family units were approved. The

addition of new subdivisions such as

Watkins Grove, Cumberland Trail,

Cameron Chase, Brittany Woods, and

Longwood Crossing show that

development has creped into the area.

The Etna Township Comprehensive

Planning Committee is currently in the

process of preparing a new

comprehensive plan for Etna Township.

The Etna Township Trustees have

appointed a number of township residents

Jersey Township

Etna Township
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to serve on a comprehensive planning

committee with the assistance of the

Licking County Planning Commission. The

committee will incorporate the collective

community wisdom expressed in the

survey responses into the proposed

comprehensive plan. The survey was

released to the public in January 2009.

The comprehensive plan will be an

important source of guidance for the

township as it moves into the next

decade. Township resolutions and

policies should conform to the

recommendations of this plan, and

citizen responses are important. The

survey is a chance to express the hopes

and concerns for the future of Etna

Township.

The target date for the completion of the

Etna Township Comprehensive Plan

update is fall 2010.

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Zoning is the division of a municipality,

county or township into districts for the

purpose of regulating the use of land to

promote public health and safety, and

under certain circumstances public

convenience, comfort, prosperity and

general welfare.

Zoning is based upon a comprehensive

plan and consists of two primary

documents. The first document is the

zoning text, known as a “Zoning

Resolution” in township and county

government and a “Zoning Ordinance” in

municipal government. The second

document is the Zoning Map, which

identifies the districts upon a map

depicting the parcel boundaries and

roadways within the county, township or

municipality.

Within each of these districts, the text of

the zoning resolution specifies permitted

uses, the minimum and maximum size of

buildings, the required yards, minimum lot

size and other prerequisites to guide the

orderly development of land. In Licking

County, zoning is administered at the

township level. All zoning maps and

resolution changes are submitted to the

township first, and then sent to the Licking

County Planning Commission (LCPC) for

review. The Planning Commission makes a

recommendation on the proposed

rezoning to the township zoning

commission, however these

recommendations are non-binding.

In 1922, the U.S. Department of Commerce

developed the Standard State Zoning

Enabling Act, a model for states to follows

when adopting zoning enabling legislation

for municipalities, counties and townships.

The U.S. Supreme Court in the famous case

of Village of Euclid vs. Ambler Reality

Company upheld the constitutionality of

comprehensive zoning in 1926.

Townships within the State of Ohio are

given the authority to regulate land use

under the Ohio Revised Code Chapter

519. Specifically, “Except as otherwise
provided in this section, in the interest of
the public health and safety, the board of
township trustees may regulate by
resolution, in accordance with a
comprehensive plan, the location, height,
bulk, number of stories, and size of
buildings and other structures, including
tents, cabins, and trailer coaches,
percentages of lot areas that may be
occupied, set back building lines, sizes of
yards, courts, and other open spaces, the
density of population, the uses of buildings
and other structures, including tents,
cabins, and trailer coaches, and the uses
of land for trade, industry, residence,
recreation, or other purposes in the
unincorporated territory of the township.
Except as otherwise provided in this
section, in the interest of the public
convenience, comfort, prosperity, or
general welfare, the board by resolution,
in accordance with a comprehensive
plan, may regulate the location of, set
back lines for, and the uses of buildings
and other structures, including tents,
cabins, and trailer coaches, and the uses
of land for trade, industry, residence,
recreation, or other purposes in the
unincorporated territory of the township,
and may establish reasonable
landscaping standards and architectural
standards excluding exterior building
materials in the unincorporated territory of
the township. Except as otherwise
provided in this section, in the interest of
the public convenience, comfort,
prosperity, or general welfare, the board
may regulate by resolution, in accordance
with a comprehensive plan, for
nonresidential property only, the height,
bulk, number of stories, and size of
buildings and other structures, including
tents, cabins, and trailer coaches,
percentages of lot areas that may be
occupied, sizes of yards, courts, and other
open spaces, and the density of
population in the unincorporated territory
of the township. For all these purposes, the

board may divide all or any part of the
unincorporated territory of the township
into districts or zones of such number,
shape, and area as the board determines.
All such regulations shall be uniform for
each class or kind of building or other
structure or use throughout any district or
zone, but the regulations in one district or
zone may differ from those in other districts
or zones.”

In 2009, the LCPC worked with several

townships to assist in revising their zoning

resolutions as follows:

Union Township completed review of

Articles 1 through 5 of the Union Township

Zoning Resolution and adopted the

amendments on March 6, 2010. The

amended Articles 1 through 5 were

effective April 6, 2009. LCPC staff expects

the proposed Articles 15 through 21 to be

adopted in early 2010, as the township

had nearly completed its final review of

these sections in 2009 and was

addressing comments made by the

Licking County Prosecutor’s Office.

Licking Township continues to re-evaluate

the proposed amendment to the Licking

Township Zoning Resolution. The Licking

Township Zoning Commission has been

reviewing the document to address

public concerns with the proposed text.

Throughout 2009, the Licking County

Planning Commission has reviewed

proposed text amendments to various

township zoning resolutions. Generally,

these reviews were of specific sections

and not revisions to entire resolutions.

Ultimately the LCPC provided a non-

binding recommendation to these

townships for their consideration.

LCPC staff also provided assistance to

the Villages of Alexandria and Buckeye

Lake with the review of their zoning

codes and maps. In the Village of

Alexandria, staff assisted with an update

to Alexandria’s zoning map to address

land that had previously been annexed

into the village but had not been

rezoned to a Village of Alexandria Zoning

District. Staff also provided information

and guidance as the Village of

Alexandria Planning and Zoning

Commission continued to review their

existing zoning code for updates.

In 2009 LCPC staff began assisting the

Village of Buckeye Lake Planning and

Zoning Commission with the review and

update of the Buckeye Lake zoning

resolution. Staff provided information,

guidance and draft regulations for

consideration. In 2009 the Village of

Buckeye Lake Planning and Zoning

Commission completed the review of the

Conservation and Natural Resources

Districts and began discussion on the

Residential Districts.

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As municipalities continue to grow,

pressure increases to expand their physical

boundaries, and requests for annexation

become a central concern for townships

that adjoin growing cities and villages. A

local government's ability to provide

additional or better services, such as

central water and sewer, quality fire

protection, police and emergency

services, and regular road maintenance

often determines the demand for

annexation. Local amenities and land use

requirements (including design and

density restrictions) are also considerations

in the annexation equation. These issues

are addressed in the LCPC staff report

presented to the Board of County

Commissioners during every annexation

hearing. In addition, this report considers

procedural issues in accordance with the

Ohio Revised Code, including the

petitioners' signatures, the plat, and the

notification of adjacent landowners and

the public. The size of the area to be

annexed, physical conditions, and the

adjacent land uses are also important

planning considerations.

Under the state's new annexation reform

laws, many expedited options are now

available for landowners who would like

to annex. These expedited options do

not need to go though a public hearing

in front of the Board of County

Commissioners and are not reviewed by

LCPC staff.

There were 10.373 acres of land annexed

from Licking County townships into

incorporated areas in 2009.

The Licking County Planning Commission

administers the

,

Subdivision Regulations. These regulations

define the requirements for the creation of

lots for new residential, commercial, and

industrial land uses in the unincorporated

areas of Licking County. The subdivision

regulations do not supersede township

zoning or County Health Department

requirements; new subdivisions must

adhere to whichever regulations are the

strictest. Variance requests from the

subdivision regulations are submitted to

the Planning Commission Staff for review

and a recommendation, and are then

heard and voted on by the Licking

County Planning Commission members.

In accordance with Section 3.2 – Major

The Major Land Division process includes

the following applications: sketch plan,

preliminary plan and final plat.

The purpose of the sketch plan application

is to provide the developer with an

opportunity to identify the regulations and

requirements that will apply to the

proposed development, to identify

potential difficulties or issues that the

development will need to address in the

planning process, and to provide an

opportunity for the regulatory agencies

and the developer to see and discuss the

project prior to any formal engineering

and development costs. The sketch plan is

purely an administrative procedure and no

review or action is taken by the Licking

County Planning Commission Board.

The purpose of the preliminary plan

application is to provide the Planning

Commission with sufficiently detailed

information to evaluate a major

subdivision. The plan should show all of the

information needed to enable the

Planning Commission to determine

whether the proposed layout meets the

standards and requirements of the

subdivision regulations, and whether the

proposed development concepts under

the zoning classification and proposed

public improvements and utilities are

acceptable to the appropriate offices,

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agencies, and governmental bodies

having jurisdiction.

The purpose of the final plat application is

to ensure that all conditions, engineering

plans, and other requirements have been

completed or fulfilled; and that required

improvements have been installed, or

guarantees properly posted for their

completion, prior to recording the plat of

the subdivision.

In 2009, the Licking County Planning

Commission had no sketch plan

applications or preliminary plan

applications, and three final plat

applications (only one of which created

building lots). The final plat applications

were approved by the Licking County

Planning Commission Board and

subsequently approved by the Licking

County Board of Commissioners and

recorded by the applicant.

The first final plat application was for

Harvest Ridge Estate Lots, located on the

east side of York Road in Harrison

Township. This development has four

single-family residential lots located on

148.95 acres; 1.453-acres of this

development is preserved as common

open space. The original tract of land that

the entire development has been

constructed upon was 150.380 acres. The

other two final plat applications were to

establish road right-of-way for the

extension of Etna Parkway from the

existing termini in the Etna Corporate Park

north to State Route 16.

In 2009, the Licking County Planning

In accordance with Section 3.6 –

In accordance with Section 519.12 –

Zoning Amendments of the Ohio Revised

Code, the Licking County Planning

Commission provides non-binding

recommendations to townships on zoning

map amendment applications and zoning

text amendment applications. In 2009, the

LCPC reviewed 18 requests for a non-

binding recommendation.

The LCPC considered a total of 17 zoning

amendment applications.

Where extraordinary

hardships or practical difficulties may result

from strict compliance with the

regulations, and/or the purpose of the

regulations may be served to a greater

extent by an alternative proposal, the

Planning Commission may approve

variances to the regulations so that

substantial justice may be done and the

public interest is secured, provided such a

variance shall not have the effect of

nullifying the intent and purpose of the

regulation.

Since 2006, the Licking

County Planning Commission has

complied data on the number of permits

issued and now has a record from 2003

through 2009. In reviewing these numbers,

it can be determined that there has been

a sharp decline in the number of new

residential permits being issued for new

construction within Licking County since

2005.

From 2008 to 2009 there was a 20% reduction

in the number of permits issued for new

construction. This compares to a 48%

reduction from 2007 to 2008, a 59% reduction

from 2006 to 2007, a 34% reduction from 2005

to 2006, a 4% reduction from 2004 to 2005,

and a 40% increase from 2003 to 2004. This

coupled with the reduction of the number of

lots being created shows a decline in new

residential development within Licking

County.

The Environmental Planning Section is

involved with a variety of floodplain

management and environmental

planning activities and provides customer

service daily, including flood zone

determinations; enforcing the

(FDPR); and documenting,

reviewing, evaluating, issuing, and

monitoring Request for Permit to Develop

in an Identified Flood Hazard Area (Flood

Hazard Permits).

In addition to the unincorporated areas of

Licking County, the Environmental

Planning Section now does floodplain

management activities for the Villages of

Buckeye Lake, St. Louisville, Hebron, and

beginning in 2009, Alexandria.

In 2009, four Flood Hazard Permits (FHP)

were renewed in the unincorporated

areas of Licking County for non-structural

projects. Sixteen FHP were also issued in

Licking County unincorporated, with 15 for

non-structural projects and one for an

agricultural pole barn. Two FHPs were

issued for the Village of Hebron for non-

structural projects; three FHPs were issued

for the Village of Buckeye Lake, two for

structural projects (animal hospital,

garage) and one for a non-structural

project. No FHPs were issued for St.

Louisville or Alexandria in 2009.

National Flood Insurance (NFIP) and

Community Rating System (CRS) activities

are ongoing. The various public education

and outreach activities that were

completed in 2009 were quite successful,

including the annual floodplain property

owner notifications completed in March.

This mailing provides important information

regarding floodplain management to

Licking County residents with property in

the floodplain, as well as real estate

agents, insurance agents, financial

institutions, surveyors and engineers, local

government officials, news media, and

other interested parties.

Participation in the CRS portion of the NFIP

gives property owners the opportunity to

better protect themselves from potential

flood hazard risk possibilities, and allows

them to receive a discount on their flood

insurance premiums. In 2009, Licking

County became the first Class 7 CRS

community in Ohio. The Environmental

Planning Section is always actively seeking

projects that will further increase the

current 15% discount on flood insurance

premiums for property owners required to

carry flood insurance in the

unincorporated area, and a 5% discount

for any flood insurance policy in

unincorporated areas.

The Planning Office continued its

partnerships in 2009 with the National

Weather Service and Licking County

Emergency Management

Agency/Homeland Security/911 Center on

additional flood and severe weather

educational outreach projects. These

projects included National Flood Safety

Week and Ohio Severe Weather

Awareness Week, both in March of each

year (including the statewide tornado

drill), as well as Lightning Safety Awareness

Week in June and Ohio Winter Safety

Awareness Week in November.

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In early 2009, the draft document for the

mandatory five-year update of the

Countywide All Natural Hazards Mitigation

Plan for Licking County (CANHMP) was

completed, and was adjusted per Ohio

FEMA request in October. This document

provides the base for numerous projects

and grant funding opportunities for

mitigation in the coming years. The

CANHMP is currently under review by Ohio

EMA and FEMA Region V in Chicago.

In 2009, the Licking County Ohio

Tornado/Severe Weather Community

Shelters Project mitigation activity

constructed Monolithic Dome

Tornado/Severe Weather Community

Shelters at two of six grant-funded mobile

home park sites. These shelters will provide

near absolute protection to residents in

tornado and severe weather events. The

project is funded with a FEMA grant, with

the mobile home park owners providing

the grant match funding.

A Flood Warning System for Licking County

continued to move forward in 2009.

Partnership grant agreements with the US

Geologic Survey (USGS) allowed for the

continuing operation of four recently

installed river stage gauges in various

locations in Licking County.

These four recently installed river gauges,

combined with two existing river gauges

and fourteen rainfall gauges throughout

Licking County, continue to provide data

to the National Weather Service (NWS) in

Wilmington, Ohio, for flood forecasting

and reporting. The flood forecasts and

reports will be supplied to the Licking

County Emergency Management Agency

(LC EMA) via the 911 Center for

dissemination to the appropriate local

authorities and the general public. These

flood forecasts and reports are also

available on the NWS website, which is

linked to the Licking County website.

Information can also be found on the

Internet by searching for USGS Real-Time

Water Data for Ohio, and locating Licking

County.

The Planning Office continues to take an

active role in assisting with public

education and outreach for the South

Licking Watershed Conservancy District for

their proposed Flood Mitigation Project in

the Buckeye Lake area. The focus of this

project is expected to shift to the clearing

of log jams in the river and leaning trees

from the river bank to decrease

obstructions and thus mitigate flooding

potential. In addition, the Ohio

Department of Natural Resources (ODNR)

is moving forward with plans to reduce

some flooding in this area, which was

increased due to the necessity of the

Sellers Point emergency spillway. A variety

of partnerships continue to be an

important component to this flood

mitigation effort.

A USGS river stage gauge located on
Raccoon Creek just west of Granville.
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Environmental Planner Jim Mickey

continues to provide expertise and

leadership regarding local floodplain,

environmental, and emergency

management on a statewide and

national level with his ongoing affiliations

in the Water Management Association of

Ohio (WMAO), the Ohio Floodplain

Management Association (OFMA), and

the national Association of State

Floodplain Managers (ASFPM). Mr.

Mickey was elected to a second two-

year term on the OFMA Board of

Directors at the OFMA Conference in

August 2009. He is also a member of the

Statewide Floodplain Conference

Planning Committee. In 2009, Licking

County Planning Commission Director

Jerry Brems stepped away from his role as

Secretary of the Board of Directors for

OFMA, but retains membership in all three

organizations.

Mr. Mickey attended the National

Floodplain Conference in June in

Orlando, Florida. While being sponsored

by OFMA at this conference, he gave a

presentation entitled “Surviving and

Thriving: Results of the 5-Year CRS Cycle

Re-verification Visit in Licking County,

Ohio – Increasing Points and Improving

Classification Rating While Enhancing

Sustainable Floodplain Management.”

Mr. Mickey received a scholarship to

attend the state conference, and

presented on the topic of “Flooding

Event Management: Partnerships to

Improve Life Safety and Property

Conservation in Licking County, Ohio –

The Augmentation and Enhancement of

our Flood Warning System (FWS)

Capabilities” at the OFMA Conference in

Columbus in August. He also assisted with

a presentation titled “All Hands on Deck”

regarding assistance to local floodplain

managers after a flooding disaster event

in order to rebuild a community to a

more flood-resistant condition. Mr. Mickey

provided further assistance by helping

teach the Certified Floodplain Manager

test preparation course.

At the WMAO conference in Columbus in

November, Mr. Mickey presented on the

topic of “Enhancing Public Awareness,

Education, Information, Outreach, and

Understanding while Enhancing

Sustainable Floodplain Management in

Licking County, Ohio.”

Participation with these organizations and

conferences allows Licking County the

opportunity to share floodplain

management challenges and successes

with other professionals throughout Ohio

and the United States, and even countries

such as Canada, Australia, New Zealand,

Poland, Denmark, the Netherlands, etc.,

and to learn from their floodplain

management challenges, opportunities,

and situations.

Construction of the Monolithic
Dome/Severe Weather Community Shelter
at Summit Ridge Estates in Pataskala.

After many years of planning and months

of delays, construction on the extension of

Etna Parkway in Pataskala began in July of

2009. This portion of the project includes

adding turn lanes on Broad Street,

improving Refugee Road where it will

intersect with Etna Parkway, laying almost

10,000 feet of 16-inch waterline, and

actual construction of the new roadway

between Broad Street and Refugee Road.

This project was made possible by the

county being awarded a $3.4 million

dollar grant from the Ohio Department of

Development's “Jobs Ready Site” (JRS)

program. The total cost of the waterline

and roadway extension is estimated to be

$5 million dollars. The costs not covered by

the grant will initially be provided by

Licking County. These funds will be repaid

to the county through the use of Tax

Increment Financing (TIF) and an income

tax which has been put in place through

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the creation of a Joint Economic

Development District.

Some of the challenges encountered

along the way included the expansion of

“high quality” wetlands across the

proposed right-of-way (ROW). This made

the original alignment unusable according

to the Ohio Environmental Protection

Agency (OEPA). It took months of new

survey work, wetland determinations and

negotiations with the OEPA before a

solution was reached with the assistance

of the governor.

During the archeological field review, a

relatively large number of flint chips were

found near the wetland area along the

newly designated ROW. This find piqued

the interest of the Ohio Historical Society,

and a “Phase II” environmental analysis

needs to be completed. This field stripping

and analysis is currently underway.

Phase II of the project, which will complete

the road from Refugee Road to the

current terminus in the Etna Industrial Park,

is set to bid in April of 2010, with work to

commence in the beginning of June. All

work must be completed by the end of

2010.

Once Etna Parkway is completed, it will

make available approximately 1,200 acres

of land for industrial development. This

resource will ultimately provide for the

creation of hundreds of jobs and

strengthen the local and county tax base.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG)

Each year Licking County participates in

the State of Ohio's Small Cities Community

Development Block Grant Program

(CDBG), which is authorized under Title I of

the Housing and Community

Development Act of 1974, as amended,

by the Housing and Community

Development Act of 1992. Funding for the

program originates at the U.S. Department

of Housing and Urban Development (HUD)

and is then passed on to the State of Ohio,

which allocates funds to counties and

small cities. Each community’s allocation is

based upon a mathematical formula,

which takes into consideration the number

of low-to-moderate income residents in

each community or county. Licking

County’s formula allocation for Fiscal Year

2009 was $344,000. Since Heath and

Pataskala are considered acquired small

cities, they receive a designated portion

of the county’s allocation every year.

The primary objective of the CDBG

Formula program is to fund housing

programs, economic development

programs and infrastructure

improvements. These programs must

benefit low-to-moderate-income citizens,

and prevent or eliminate slum and blight.

The LCPC Community Development staff,

on behalf of the Licking County

Commissioners, is responsible for the

administration of the CDBG Formula

Program. Local officials and citizens

request projects and the County

Commissioners choose which ones have

the highest priority. The LCPC/CD staff is

then responsible for administration, which

includes grant application preparation,

environmental reviews, securing

engineering and consulting services,

implementing the bidding process, and

supervision of construction projects to

ensure compliance with federal, state and

The Hanover Storm Drainage Project.

During 2008 and 2009, Community

Development staff assisted the Village of

Buckeye Lake with the administration of

the Community Development Block Grant

(CDBG) water and sewer grant for the

construction of a water distribution system.

Part of the grant will be used during 2010

to assist low-income residents with

connecting their homes to the waterlines.

Buckeye Lake will be purchasing water

from the Village of Millersport. Buckeye

Lake also received American Recovery

and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds to

make the cost to residents more

affordable.

Community Development staff assisted

the Licking County Water and

Wastewater Department with the process

of procuring engineering services for the

Jacksontown Sewer Project, along with

assisting in preparation of funding

applications. As of the end of 2009, the

project design is almost complete and

additional funding sources are being

pursued. The Village of Gratiot is currently

pursuing a water system and the

Community Development staff has been

involved in the initial planning stages of

this project.

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Licking County is a member of the District

17 Integrating Committee of the State

Capital Improvements Program, along

with Delaware, Fairfield, Knox, Morrow and

Pickaway Counties. District 17 receives

approximately $7 million annually for

repairing and replacing aging and

inadequate infrastructure in townships,

villages, cities and counties. These funds,

known as SCIP, are generated by the sale

of bonds at the state level, and are

distributed to districts for local decision-

making on whether to grant or loan

monies for improvements. Additional funds

come from the motor vehicle motor excise

tax fund and the Local Transportation

Improvement Program, known as LTIP. The

staff of the LCPC administers these

programs under a contractual agreement

with the Ohio Public Works Commission.

The Planning Commission performs all of

the day-to-day duties of the District,

including correspondence, interaction

with the Ohio Public Works Commission,

assistance to local governments in

developing projects and completing

applications, and assistance to the District

17 Integrating Committee and sub-

committees in the form of technical

support and general management.

In 2009, the District received additional

funding through the governor's stimulus

package, which resulted in an extra round

of grant money (known as Round 23B)

available for road and bridge projects

through the Local Transportation

Improvement Program (LTIP). The District

received 67 applications in June and was

able to fund 28 of those applications. In

October, the District received 99

applications for both Round 24 SCIP and

LTIP funds, which again included additional

LTIP dollars. All of the applications were

initially reviewed and ranked by LCPC staff.

Once the applications are recommended

for funding, they will be forwarded to the

state for their review, and finally awarded

grant and loan dollars for construction and

rehabilitation of roads, bridges, water and

sewer systems, storm sewers and traffic

improvements. District 17 political

subdivisions have received over $170 million

in the 24 rounds of the program.

District 17 is also responsible for

administering the Job Ready Sites program

that is managed by the Ohio Department

of Development. The Job Ready Sites

program was designed to help

communities improve sites that would then

be ready for business prospects seeking

locations for new or expanded operations.

The Clean Ohio Brownfields Program, which

funds the clean up of old unused industrial

sites, also falls under the review of District

17.

STATE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROGRAM

FAIR HOUSING

The Fair Housing Office provides residents

outside of the City of Newark with

landlord-tenant counseling and

mediation, housing discrimination

investigation, enforcement and

complaint processing services,

educational presentations, and tenant

educational services. Additionally,

informational and promotional materials

are distributed throughout the county.

The Community Development Block

Grant (CDBG) program requires that

communities receiving funds for any

projects also educate and promote fair

housing to their residents. The staff

provides communities involved in CDBG

projects with information about housing

discrimination, landlord/tenant

relationships, predatory lending and

other housing issues. Further efforts to

increase awareness of fair housing

include attendance at regional fairs,

apartment complexes, schools and

agencies representing special

populations.



The Licking County Housing Rehabilitation

Loan Program provides assistance to

Licking County homeowners by financing

loans to low-income and moderate-

income households. These loans are used

for the rehabilitation and improvement of

owner-occupied single-family dwellings.

The goal of the program is to improve the

housing stock of Licking County. Eligible

activities for this program include, but are

not limited to, any work that relates to the

health and safety of the home's occupants,

including repairs to or replacement of the

structure's major mechanical systems such

as roofs, heating, plumbing, structural and

electrical. Loans are either in the form of a

direct payment loan that is paid back in

monthly installments over a designated

period of time, or a deferred-payment loan

that is repaid when the house is sold or title

is transferred.

In most discrimination complaints, residents

are assisted with filing a complaint with the

Ohio Civil Rights Commission, and/or are

accepted for free legal help through

Southeast Ohio Legal Services Association

(Legal Aid).

National, state, and local Fair Housing

advocates are finding a trend of

increasing discrimination against people

with disabilities. The law states that

protection is provided for people with any

physical or mental impairment, as defined

by law, or who have a history of disability,

or who are perceived as being disabled.

The law also protects those people

associated with the disabled person.

Federal and state laws protect people in

case of the following disabilities:

Physical or mental impairments

Emotional disorders

Serious impairments in eyesight,

hearing or speech

Specific diseases, such as AIDS

Alcoholism and those who are

recovering from drug addiction (this

does not include those who continue

to use illegal drugs)

Reasonable accommodation for the

disabled person, and/or modification of

housing accommodations that will allow

the person access to all areas and services

offered, shall be provided for all common

use areas. Under some limited

circumstances, the manager, supervisor or

owner of the premises is liable for the cost

of providing such reasonable

accommodations or modifications. Under

other circumstances, this cost will be the

responsibility of the person who occupies

or uses the accommodations.
